Ensuring Responsible Spending of Recovery Act Funds

Funding available under the Recovery Act has clear purposes – to stimulate the economy through measures that modernize the Nation’s infrastructure, improve energy efficiency, and expand educational opportunities and access to health care. HUD strongly urges grantees to use CDBG-R funds for hard development costs associated with infrastructure activities that provide basic services to residents or activities that promote energy efficiency and conservation through rehabilitation or retrofitting of existing buildings.  While the full range of CDBG activities is available to grantees, the Department strongly suggests that grantees incorporate consideration of the public perception of the intent of the Recovery Act in identifying and selecting projects for CDBG-R funding.

City of DuBois, Idaho – Water System Improvements Project
The scope of work includes new construction of a water storage tank; replacement of water lines, booster pump, back-up power generator, well house building; and water source protection.  Work also includes engineering and administrative services necessary to implement the project.  CDBG-R funds budgeted for administration cost is $37,262.
(2) Activity Narrative:  

In addition to the Spreadsheet for Reporting Proposed CDBG-R Activities, grantees must provide a narrative for each activity describing how the use of the grantee’s CDBG-R funds will meet the requirements of Title XII of Division A and Section 1602 of ARRA.  The grantee’s narrative must also state how CDBG-R funds will be used in a manner that maximizes job creation and economic benefit in relation to the CDBG-R funds obligated, and will address the Recovery Act, by:
The City of DuBois has completed a facilities planning study; secured matching funds by passing their sewer bond; have conducted a public hearing; secured engineering and project administrator services; and the environmental review is currently underway.   The project is currently under design and the construction bid is planned to be let August 2009. Based on the development work already completed and project timeline, Idaho Department of Commerce with approval of the Idaho Economic Advisory Council has identified this project as a quick start activity. 
The direct CDBG-R investment into the city’s water infrastructure will ensure safe and reliable water which is critical for existing local businesses to maintain their economic viability and also allow for the economic expansion that leads to job creation.  In relation to job creation and economic benefits this project will provide construction and engineering dollars into the local economy and the city’s investment into their water system will facilitate on-going and likely increase private investment within the city.  This project will provide the 31 commercial hook-ups, many that are small businesses, better pressure and supply helping to ensure their economic function.  Improved water/fire flows could possibly improve the city fire insurance rating, thereby allow reduction of insurance premiums to businesses and residents.
· Investing in transportation, environmental protection, or other infrastructure that will provide long-term economic benefits;

The water infrastructure to be constructed and installed will provide a service life of up to at least 40 years.  The new water system with improved pressures and storage will ensure fire flows are met, provide for residential development, and help foster a critical infrastructure that leads to job development.  These improvements to the system will help ensure long term economic benefits by paying and improving the system now and not passing a deficient system and its cost to the next generation of city residents.
(3) Jobs Created:  (Report the number of full- and part-time jobs estimated to be created and retained by the activity (including permanent, construction, and temporary jobs)).
The number of jobs that are expected to be created by the $1,400,000 water infrastructure project is 29 full-time construction jobs for the duration of the project.  This job estimate has been determined by, Economic Modeling Specialist Inc. (EMSI), a private company.  EMSI, utilizes Bureau of Labor Statistics employment data, county business patterns and non-employer statistics including the type and value of construction activity to determine the estimated job creation number.

Constructing a larger water storage tank will allow the city to reduce the usage of the system pumps in order to continually fill the undersized tank.  Therefore, less pump usage reduces the electricity demand necessary to run the pumps helping to promote energy conservation.  The existing smaller storage tank requires running the pumps more in order to ensure adequate water amount in the storage tank.  Also, the city will be replacing the existing backup generator with a more energy efficient model.

City of Fairfield – Sewer System Improvements Project

Scope of Work: Replacement of deteriorated sewer collection and main lines, and replacement of manholes and lift station.  Work also includes engineering and administrative services necessary to implement the project.  CDBG-R funds budgeted for administration cost is $40,000. 
(2) Activity Narrative:  

In addition to the Spreadsheet for Reporting Proposed CDBG-R Activities, grantees must provide a narrative for each activity describing how the use of the grantee’s CDBG-R funds will meet the requirements of Title XII of Division A and Section 1602 of ARRA.  The grantee’s narrative must also state how CDBG-R funds will be used in a manner that maximizes job creation and economic benefit in relation to the CDBG-R funds obligated, and will address the Recovery Act, by:
The City of Fairfield has completed their sewer system facilities planning study; conducted a public hearing; secured matching funds by passing their sewer bond; secured engineering and project administration services; and the environmental review is currently underway.  The project is currently under design and the construction bid is planned to be let July 2009.  Therefore, the Idaho Department of Commerce with approval of the Idaho Economic Advisory Council has identified this project as a quick start activity. 
In relation to job creation and economic benefits this project will provide construction and engineering dollars into the local economy and the city’s investment into their water system will facilitate on-going and likely increase private investment within the city.  If the city’s system is not improved continued system failures will occur, such as clogged and broken lines, the city will then be unable to properly serve the 41 commercial connections, many of whom are small businesses.  Limited or failing sewer service will have a negative impact on a businesses ability to maintain their economic function.  An improved sewer system will facilitate systemic job growth and position the city as an attractive and affordable seedbed for new businesses to establish.  
· Assisting those most impacted by the recession;
The residents of Fairfield, a city that is 62.41% low-to-moderate income, have felt the negative impacts of the recession.  The county in which the city is located, Camas County, had an unemployment rate of 2.3% in 2007 that increased to 4.3% in 2008 and to date has increased to 7.1%.
· Investing in transportation, environmental protection, or other infrastructure that will provide long-term economic benefits;
The sewer infrastructure to be constructed and installed will provide a service life of up to at least 50 years.  The project’s specified new high density polyethylene piping, improved manholes, and rehabilitated lift station will help ensure long-term economic benefits by paying and improving the system now and not passing a deficient system and its cost to the next generation of city residents.  Providing the improvements now will also help keep sewer rates more affordable then waiting for the inevitable complete system failure, which would come at a higher cost due to the increased amount of work and inflation.

The number of jobs that are expected to be created by the $1,720,000 sewer infrastructure project is 30 full-time construction jobs for the duration of the project.  This job estimate has been determined by, Economic Modeling Specialist Inc. (EMSI), a private company.  EMSI, utilizes Bureau of Labor Statistics employment data, county business patterns and non-employer statistics including the type and value of construction activity to determine the estimated job creation number.  

(4) Additional Activity Information: (A description of how the activity will promote energy conservation, smart growth, green building technologies, or reduced pollution emissions, if applicable.)

The amount of surface and ground water infiltration and inflow (I/I) into the deteriorated sewer lines decreases the overall efficiency of the system.  Reducing the amount of surface and groundwater in the sewer system will allow the city to decrease the use of power to run pumps and treat effluent, thereby promoting energy conservation.  Also, reducing I/I will decrease pollution emissions by eliminating seasonal overflow of suspect effluent into a nearby creek.

Scope of Work: Replacement of water distribution lines, aeration equipment for the water storage tank, and installation of new fire hydrants.  Work also includes engineering and administrative services necessary to implement the project.  CDBG-R funds budgeted for administration cost is $16,067.

The City of Kooskia has completed a system wide water study in 2007; conducted a public hearing for the proposed project; secured matching funds by passing their water bond;  secured engineering and project administration services; and the environmental review is currently underway.  The project is currently under design and the construction bid is planned to be let December 2009.  Based on the development work already completed and project timeline, the Idaho Department of Commerce with approval of the Idaho Economic Advisory Council has identified this project as a quick start activity. 
The CDBG-R investment into the water system will ensure fire flow protection for businesses and residents, eliminate leaking lines, and provide adequate fire hydrant coverage.  In relation to job creation and economic benefits this project will provide construction and engineering dollars into the local economy and the city’s investment into their water system will facilitate on-going and likely increased private investment within the city.  A safe and reliable water system is critical for existing local businesses to maintain their economic function and also allow for the economic expansion that leads to job creation.  This project will provide at least 47 commercial users, many of whom are small businesses, adequate water pressure  Specifically, McFarland Pole Company will no longer be serviced from a dead-end water main, nor an undersized water main, and will have fire protection. 
· Assisting those most impacted by the recession;
The residents of Kooskia, a city that is 64.00% low-to-moderate income, have felt the negative impacts of the recession.  The county in which the city is located, Idaho County, had an unemployment rate of 4.5% in 2007 that increased to 7.3% in 2008 and to date is 9.2%. 
· Investing in transportation, environmental protection, or other infrastructure that will provide long-term economic benefits;
The water system infrastructure to be constructed will provide a service life of 35 years.  The looping of water lines will ensure fire protection flows and replacement of leaking water lines will provide future cost savings to the city and its residents.  These improvements to the system will help ensure long term economic benefits by paying and improving the system now and not passing a deficient system and its cost to the next generation of city residents. 
(3) Jobs Created:  (Report the number of full- and part-time jobs estimated to be created and retained by the activity (including permanent, construction, and temporary jobs)).
The number of jobs that are expected to be created by the $800,000 water infrastructure project is 11 full-time construction jobs for the duration of the project.  This job estimate has been determined by, Economic Modeling Specialist Inc. (EMSI), a private company.  EMSI utilizes Bureau of Labor Statistics employment data, county business patterns and non-employer statistics including the type and value of construction activity to determine the estimated job creation number.  

(4) Additional Activity Information: (A description of how the activity will promote energy conservation, smart growth, green building technologies, or reduced pollution emissions, if applicable.)
Water loss from the system is costly because this is water that had to be pumped and treated but was never delivered to its intended users.  Essentially, a cost that is not recovered and an energy use that provides no benefit.  The new water lines installed for this project will promote energy conservation as the city will not be required to pump and treat as much drinking water as they have in the past because the loss of water from the system.  Also, the city should be able to save on public works staff time continually repairing leaking water lines.  
Looping the water system will ensure an equalization of water pressure through out the entire system and eliminate stagnate water settling into a dead end line, a component of smart growth.

The City of Priest River has completed a water system master plan; conducted a public hearing for the proposed project; secured matching funds by passing their water bond; secured engineering and project administrator services; and the environmental review is complete.  The project is currently under design and the construction bid is planned to be let August 2009.  Based on the pre-development work already completed and the project timelines, the Idaho Department of Commerce with approval of the Idaho Economic Advisory Council has identified this project as a quick start activity.  
The CDBG - R investment into the water system will ensure a reliable water source; proper fire flows and pressure equalization through out the system; and increased water storage capacity.  In relation to job creation and economic benefits this project will provide construction and engineering dollars into the local economy and the city’s investment into their water system will facilitate on-going and likely increase private investment within the city.  A safe and reliable water system is critical for existing local businesses to maintain their economic function and also allow for expansion that leads to job creation.  The project will provide 341 industrial and commercial users, many of whom are small businesses, an improved and more reliable service.  If this project is not implemented its possible the city could experience a drop in their  fire insurance rating which would cause a significant cost increase, two to three time current insurance premiums, to businesses and residents.
· Assisting those most impacted by the recession;
The residents of Priest River, a city that is 52.73% low-to-moderate income, have felt the negative impacts of the recession.  The county in which the city is located, Bonner County, had an unemployment rate of 3.4% in 2007 that increased to 6.3% in 2008 and to date is 8.9%.  In fact the city experienced a loss of 200 jobs in October 2008 with the closure of the JD Lumber Mill.  
· Investing in transportation, environmental protection, or other infrastructure that will provide long-term economic benefits;
The water system infrastructure to be constructed will provide a service life of over 50 years to the city and its residents.  In fact the water tank is expected to have a service life of over 75 years.  This project will create a more efficient water system by developing a reliable water source and adding additional storage capacity which provides a future cost savings.  These improvements to the system will help ensure long term economic benefits by paying and improving the system now and not passing a deficient system and its cost to the next generation of city residents.

The number of jobs that are expected to be created by the $6,000,000 water infrastructure project is 42 full-time construction jobs for the duration of the project. EMSI utilizes Bureau of Labor Statistics employment data, county business patterns and non-employer statistics including the type and value of construction activity to determine the estimated job creation number.

Scope of Work: Installation of residential water meter through out the district.  Work also includes engineering and administrative services necessary to implement the project.  CDBG-R funds budgeted for administration cost is $35,000. 
(2) Activity Narrative:

In addition to the Spreadsheet for Reporting Proposed CDBG-R Activities, grantees must provide a narrative for each activity describing how the use of the grantee’s CDBG-R funds will meet the requirements of Title XII of Division A and Section 1602 of ARRA.  The grantee’s narrative must also state how CDBG-R funds will be used in a manner that maximizes job creation and economic benefit in relation to the CDBG-R funds obligated, and will address the Recovery Act, by:
Shoshone County the proposed grantee of CDBG – Recovery funds has executed a sub-recipient agreement with the Central Shoshone County Water District, to implement the district’s water meter installation project.   The water district has completed a water system master plan, entered into a voluntary consent order with Idaho Department of Environmental Quality, secured matching funds by passing their water bond; secured engineering and project administration services; and the environmental review is currently underway.  The project has been designed and the construction bid is planned to be let September 2009.  Based on the development work completed and the project timeline, the Idaho Department of Commerce with approval of the Idaho Economic Advisory Council has identified the project as a quick start activity.  
The CDBG-R investment into the water meter replacement project will allow the district to charge its users, both commercial and residential, the true cost of water service and implement a fair equitable rate system.  In relation to job creation and economic benefits this project will provide construction and engineering dollars into the local economy and the count’s investment into the district’s water system will facilitate on-going and likely increase private investment within the county.  Also, the meter project is a required component the district must complete in order to comply with their voluntary consent order with the Idaho Department of Environmental Quality.  If the district does not maintain compliance with the consent order it could lead to fines and possibly a moratorium on any new hook-ups.  A limit on water hook-ups would hurt the county’s job creation and economic development potential.  The water district serves 1,101 commercial users, many of whom are small businesses that provide jobs for county residents.
· Assisting those most impacted by the recession;
The residents of the water district, which is 53.72% low-to-moderate income, have felt the negative impacts of the recession.  Shoshone County had an unemployment rate of 4.9% in 2007 that increased to 8.0% in 2008 and to date is 11.5%.

· Investing in transportation, environmental protection, or other infrastructure that will provide long-term economic benefits;
The water meters to be installed will provide a service of 45 years.  This improvement which benefits the entire water infrastructure system provides a long term economic benefit in that the users will now be paying for the true cost of the system.  Most likely users will now conserve their water usage which in turn decreases the demand on the entire system, such as pumps, treatment, and storage.  The district decision to pay for improvements now will help ensure long term economic benefits by not passing a deficient system and its increased replacement cost to the next generation of district residents. 

(3) Jobs Created:  (Report the number of full- and part-time jobs estimated to be created and retained by the activity (including permanent, construction, and temporary jobs)).
The number of jobs that are expected to be created by the $2,400,000 meter installation project is 26 full-time construction jobs for the duration of the project.  This job estimate has been determined by, Economic Modeling Specialist Inc. (EMSI), a private company.  EMSI utilizes Bureau of Labor Statistics employment data, county business patterns and non-employer statistics including the type and value of construction activity to determine the estimated job creation number.

This project will promote energy conservation as water meters cause users to reduce excessive demand of water.  This reduction in demand correlates into less demand on water infrastructure systems, such as pumps and treatment, system which required power to meet the users demands.   Also, this project promotes a reduction in pollution emissions by reducing excessive irrigation which can cause runoff of the metal laden soils located in the district.
