AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES PROVIDED IN CONNECTION 
WITH THE GRANTEE NAME’S  IDAHO TRAVEL GRANT 13-xx-x
Agreement made this ___ of MONTH, 20__ between Grantee Name (Grantee) and Subcontractor Name  (Subcontractor). This Agreement is between the Grantee and the Subcontractor, for the consideration set forth herein, the Parties agree as follows:

1. The Subcontractor, being the successful bidder, shall provide to the grantee the following materials and/or services: ENTER SCOPE OF WORK TITLE HERE.
Such materials and services shall be provided in accordance with the bid made by 
the Subcontractor pursuant to the notice to bidders and specifications on file at the


office of the Grantee.
2. Time is of the essence of this Agreement; therefore all times for performances stated herein will be strictly followed by the Parties. This Agreement shall commence on the day and year executed by the Grantee and end not later than September 30, 201X.
3. The grantee shall pay the Subcontractor pursuant to the terms of this Agreement and as provided in the bid made by the Subcontractor, referenced in Article 1. It is agreed that the project costs shall not exceed $xx,xxx unless mutually agreed in writing.  
4. The Subcontractor represents and warrants that no part of the bid price represents a retainer fee. If the Subcontractor is furnishing advertising or similar services the Subcontractor represents and warrants that the budget sets forth as a line item, the dollars per hour, to be paid and/or the commissions to be paid under the project.
5. It is agreed by the Parties that payment will be made to the Subcontractor only after properly documented request has been made to, and approved by, the Grantee and the Grantee has submitted a request for funding and received reimbursement from the ITC. 

6. This Agreement shall not construe to create an employer/employee relationship   between the grantee and the Subcontractor.  Subcontractor shall hold the grantee and indemnify the grantee from any claims of any nature by the Subcontractor or Subcontractor’s employees or agents concerning employment related claims including but not limited to workers compensation claims, wage claims, employee benefit claims, personal injury claims, or any other employment related claims.
7. Relation of the Parties: The service or services to be rendered under this Agreement are those of an independent Subcontractor.  The Grantee is interested only in the quality of service or services provided and the final results to be achieved; the conduct and control of the work will be solely with the Subcontractor.  The Subcontractor is not an officer, employee, or agent of the Grantee or the State of Idaho as those terms are used in Idaho Code § 6-902, et al, and is not entitled to any benefits provided by the Grantee or the State of Idaho to employees. 
8. Liability: The Subcontractor shall exonerate, indemnify, and hold the State of Idaho and your organization harmless from and against and assume full responsibility for payment of all federal, state, and local taxes or contribution imposed or required under unemployment insurance, social security, workers compensations, and income tax laws with respect to Subcontractor's employees engaged in the performance of this Agreement. The Subcontractor will be responsible for maintaining workers compensation insurance and will provide certificate of same, if required. The state will not assume 

liability as an employer. 


9. Anti-Discrimination Clause: Acceptance of this Agreement binds the Subcontractor to Section 601, Title VI, Civil Rights Act of 1964: In that "No person in the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color, national origin, sex, or age, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subject to discrimination under any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance."  In addition, "No otherwise qualified handicapped individual in the United States shall, solely by reason of his handicap, be excluded from the participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance."


10. Default and Termination: 

For Cause - Subcontractor default occurs if the Subcontractor fails to perform any of the covenants or conditions of this Agreement or the Subcontractor fails to prosecute the work so as to endanger performance of this Agreement, and the Subcontractor does not cure such defects in performance within ten (10) days after receipt of written notice from the Grantee informing it of such defects in performance.  If at the end of such cure period, the Subcontractor is still in default or noncompli​ance, then the Grantee may terminate this Agreement.  Upon such termination, the Grantee may pursue any and all legal, equitable and other remedies available to the Grantee.  The Subcontractor shall be liable for any and all expenses that are incurred by the Grantee as a result of the default, including, but not limited to, the costs of procuring substitute performance, legal fees, and losses incurred due to default.

For Convenience - The Grantee may terminate this Agreement for its convenience at any time upon 10 business days written notice and, upon such termination, the Grantee’s sole obligation shall be to pay for services satisfactorily rendered to the date of such termination.  Notwithstanding any other provision in this Agreement, the Grantee may terminate this Agreement immediately if the Subcontractor becomes insolvent or voluntarily or involuntarily bankrupt, or if a receiver or other liquidating officer is appointed for substantially all of the business of the Subcontractor or if the Subcontractor makes an assignment for the benefit of creditors.  

11. Subcontractor shall protect, indemnify, and save harmless the State of Idaho and the Grantee from and against any damage, cost, or liability, including reasonable attorney's fees for any or all injuries to persons or property or claims for money damages arising from acts or omissions of Subcontractor, his employees, or subcontractors, however caused.

12. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Idaho.  The venue of any action brought by any party to this Agreement shall be the Fourth District Court in and for the County of Ada.

13. Subcontractor represents and warrants that the undersigned official to sign this document has full authority to enter into this Agreement.  All terms and conditions of Idaho Travel Council Grant and ITC GRANT #ITCG are agreed to be complied with and herein made a portion of this Agreement.
