CHAPTER II - ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEWS


Introduction

To comply with the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA), all Idaho Community Development Block Grant (ICDBG) projects must be assessed for environmental impacts before any funds (federal, state or local) can be obligated.  By accepting a grant, this review becomes the responsibility of the local government grantee (24 CFR 58.4).  This chapter describes the assessment process and includes checklists, forms, sample letters and the latest guidance from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  

An overview of the federal environmental laws and authorities is provided in this chapter.  The full text of the HUD environmental regulations, 24 CFR 58, is available at: https://www.hudexchange.info/programs/environmental-review/

The environmental review is intended to ensure compliance with environmental laws and authorities and to help the public fairly understand and evaluate the impact of a project.  The environmental review provides important feedback and may influence project design (e.g., avoiding a wetland) or site selection.  The environmental review should be carefully prepared to avoid any challenges that may result in costly delays or possible termination of a project.  Contact your Community Development Specialist at Commerce if you need assistance.  

The environmental review begins at the inception of the project and is first documented in the “ICDBG Environmental Project Site – Field Notes Review” that accompanies the application for ICDBG funding and the Scoping Letters.  HUD provides some helpful guides:

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Definitions

Certifying Officer:  The Certifying Officer, as the chief elected official of the grantee, executes the Request for Release of Funds and Certification.  This person is responsible for satisfying all the requirements of the environmental review and is subject to federal court jurisdiction.  24 CFR 58.13 further defines the responsibilities of the Certifying Officer.  

Environmental Review Officer:  The city or county will designate an Environmental Review Officer to conduct the environmental review.  This person must have the knowledge, skills and abilities necessary to complete the environmental review.  This includes project- or activity-specific information, an awareness of the environmental laws and authorities, and knowledge of the Commerce environmental review process.  Generally, the Certified Grant Administrator will prepare the environmental review record for the Certifying Officer to sign. 

Environmental Review Record (ERR):  An ERR is an organized written record (generally a separate file).  The ERR contains all of the documentation of the environmental review process which may include:

Fund Repayment Liability:  If ICDBG funds are in the construction line item, construction contract award or construction of the project may not begin nor shall project funds be obligated or expended until the environmental review process has been completed and a concurrence or release is issued by Commerce.  Any obligation, i.e., bids awarded, or land purchased, for the project before completion of the environmental review process is an ineligible use of ICDBG funds, and all funds expended must be repaid and the grant will be terminated.
 





Outline of Major Steps

	An ICDBG Environmental Flow Chart is provided in FORM A



Step 1.

· Define the project.  
· Send environmental information letter or scoping letters (page - 9) 
· Complete “Project Site – Field Notes Review” with the ICDBG application.

Step 2.  Determine Level of Clearance:

The level of environmental clearance depends on the overall nature of the project, including the end purpose for which the project is built.  The analysis must consider all activities functionally or geographically related to the project.  If the funded project is the construction of sewer and water lines for a new manufacturing plant, the impacts of all three components would be aggregated and considered.  See 24 CFR 58.32 for more information.

The Environmental Review Officer determines the level of environmental review after defining the project scope.  The determination forms in Forms C & D will help determine the level of review.  Following are the determinations levels:

· Exempt or Categorically Excluded not subject to 58.5 (CENST); or 

· Categorically Excluded subject to 58.5 (CEST); or 

· Environmental Assessment (FONSI) (24 CFR 58.40); or

· Environmental Impact Statement (EIS).  Generally, ICDBG projects do not require an EIS.  Contact Commerce for assistance if you feel the project requires an EIS.
[bookmark: _Hlk44933228]Certain types of projects described in the regulations normally constitute major federal actions.  This includes the rehabilitation, construction or acquisition of land for 2,500 or more residential units.  Sewer and water projects that could serve a comparable number of future residential units would also be included.  Projects that would remove the habitat of any endangered animal or plant life may be classified as a major federal action.  The procedures are described in 24 CFR 58.55 of the regulations.

Step 3.  Complete the guide form at the appropriate clearance level, providing source documentation, as needed: 

· Exempt/Categorically Excluded Projects (not subject to 24 CFR 58.5) - (page-13)
· Categorically Excluded Project (subject to 24 CFR 58.5) - (page-19)
· Environmental Assessment - (page-31)
· Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI), or 
· Finding of Significant Impact requiring an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS)








Checklists:

Commerce has provided “GREEN SHEETS (pages- 51-100) to be used in conjunction with the Statutory Checklist and Environmental Assessment.  The checklists will help the Environmental Review Officer evaluate the project appropriately, document review considerations, and enter statements in the “Compliance Documentation” column on the environmental review forms.  These GREEN SHEETS must accompany the Statutory Worksheets in the Categorical Excluded (subject to 24 CFR 58.5) and the Environmental Assessment level reviews.  They will become part of the Environmental Review Record.

Step 5.  Idaho Department of Commerce Concurrence or Release

A city, county, or the sub-recipient may not commit ICDBG funds or other project funds on an activity or project until Commerce has issued an Environmental “Concurrence” or “Release” on the project.  

Other Considerations

Limitations on Activities pending clearance:
A city, county or any participant in the development process, including public or private nonprofit or for-profit entities, or any of their contractors, may not commit ICDBG funds until Commerce has approved the city or county’s RROF.  In addition, until the Commerce Concurrence or Release has been issued, a private business being assisted by the project (unless it has entered into a binding legal contract prior to the submission date of the ICDBG application) may not commit non-ICDBG funds on an activity or project if it would have an adverse environmental impact or limit the choice of reasonable alternatives.  A commitment includes land acquisition.  

Note:  An option agreement on a proposed site or property is allowable prior to the completion of the environmental review if the option agreement is conditioned on the completion of an environmental review, provided the cost of the option is a nominal portion of the purchase price.  The same is true for private businesses if they have not executed their option prior to grant application.

Environmental reviews conducted by other agencies:  
Adopting environmental reviews conducted by other agencies, such as DEQ or USDA – Rural Development, is not recommended.  The reason is that the HUD required environmental review has additional regulations added to the review and a different procedural process, so you end up revising or modifying the review anyway.  However, what is recommended is:

Utilizing DEQ’s or USDA-Rural Development’s environmental review as source documents for applicable regulations, such as historical properties, endangered species, etc. for the ICDBG Environmental Review.  These documents may be referenced and incorporated into the ICDBG Environmental Review Record.  However, the Environmental Review Officer must ensure that the environmental factor was reviewed in accordance with the laws and authorities cited by HUD.

A separate environmental review and Environmental Review Record must be created for each ICDBG project.  Environmental reviews or studies prepared by other agencies for the project, an earlier project, or one nearby can provide useful information.  


Re-Evaluation:  
A city or county must reevaluate its environmental findings to determine if the original findings are still valid, when    

· The city or county proposes substantial changes in the nature, magnitude or extent of the project including adding new activities not anticipated in the original scope of the project.

· There are new circumstances and environmental conditions which may affect the project or have a bearing on its impact, such as concealed or unexpected conditions discovered during the implementation of the project or activity which is proposed to be continued.

· The city or county proposes the selection of an alternative not in the original finding. 

If the original findings are still valid but the data or conditions upon which they were based have changed, the city or county must amend the original findings and update its ERR by including this re-evaluation and its determination based on its findings.  

Typically, the findings of an environmental review are no longer valid after five years.

When consulting with the SHPO, you will need to utilize the Idaho Cultural Resource Information System (ICRIS) in order to comply with the Section 106 project review requirements. To access ICRIS, follow this link: https://history.idaho.gov/shpo/icris/ 

· Determine if there are tribes or groups that have demonstrated interest in the historic aspects of the project and invite them to participate in the consultation. You must make a reasonable and good faith effort to identify Indian tribes that may have an interest.




Key points for the state CDBG program when submitting project to ICRIS:

1. Before creating a project within the ICRIS portal, be sure that one has not already been established by another funding agency. Duplicate projects cannot be deleted and are difficult to reconcile within the system.

2. Be sure to reference the SHPO’s instructional guide, ‘How to Create and Submit a Project for SHPO Review’ found at https://history.idaho.gov/section-106.

3. HUD should be listed as the ‘Lead Agency’ and the Idaho Department of Commerce should be listed as the ‘Secondary Agency’ with your Commerce Specialist as the ‘Secondary Reviewer.’ 

4. Grant Administrators should list themselves as the 'Submitter Organization' and ‘Submitter’ as they are submitting the review request on behalf of the 'Responsible Entity' (the city or county), as dictated by the state CDBG program.

Floodplain (or Wetland) 8-Step Review Process

Floodplain Project Requirements  

CDBG funded projects cannot be built in a floodway unless an exception in 24 CFR 55.12(c) applies or the project is a functionally dependent use. If project is a functionally dependent use, complete the 8-Step Process.   

CDBG funded projects should also not be built in a floodplain whenever possible. If the plan is to build in the floodplain, then the 8-Step Process must be completed. The statutory and environmental assessment checklists must disclose the flood plain map number, unless there are no maps available.  

If project requires a 404 permit, contact Commerce before proceeding with the 8-Step Process.

The 8-Step Process defined in 24 CFR 55.20 is as follows:

Step 1.  Determine whether the action is located within the Federal Flood Risk Management Standard (FFRMS) floodplain using the Climate-Informed-Science-Approach (CISA) which applies the best-available, actionable, hydrologic and hydraulic data; the 0.2-Percent-Annual-Chance (500-Year) Flood Approach which uses the elevation and flood hazard area as depicted by the 0.2-Percent-Annual-Chance floodplain; or the Freeboard-Value-Approach (FVA) = Base-Flood-Elevation or 100-year floodplain (BFE+2’ or BFE+3’ for critical actions*) to calculate the FFRMS floodplain elevation. 

*Critical Action is defined as any activity for which even a slight chance of flooding would be too great, because flooding might result in loss of life, injury to persons, or damage to property.  Critical actions include activities that create, maintain or extend the useful life of those structures or facilities that:

1. Produce, use or store highly volatile, flammable, explosive, toxic or water-reactive materials; 

2. Provide essential and irreplaceable records or utility or emergency services that may become lost or inoperative during flood and storm events, e.g., data storage centers, generating plants, principal utility lines, emergency operations including fire and police stations, and roadways providing sole egress from flood-prone areas.

3.	Facilities likely to contain occupants who may not be sufficiently mobile to avoid loss of life or injury during flood or storm events, e.g., persons who reside in hospitals, nursing homes, convalescent homes, intermediate care facilities, and retirement service centers. Housing for independent living for the elderly is not considered a critical action. 

	Step 2.  (not applicable for 5-step process) Notify the public for early review of the proposal and involve the affected and interested public in the decision-making process.  Publish the Early Notice and Public Review of a Proposed Activity in a 100 Year Floodplain, (See example notices). Must be published and allow 16 days before publishing FONSI Notice. 

1.	Notices required under this part must be bilingual if the affected public is largely non-English speaking. In addition, all notices must be published in an appropriate local printed news medium, and must be sent to federal, state, and local public agencies, organizations, and where not otherwise covered, individuals known to be interested in the proposed action.


2.	A minimum of 16 calendar days shall be allowed for comment on the public notice.

3.	A notice under this paragraph shall state: the name, proposed location and description of the activity; the total number of acres of flood plain involved; and the official and phone number to contact for information. The notice shall indicate the hours and the office at which a full description of the proposed action may be reviewed. (See example notices).

	Step 3. (not applicable for 5-step process) Identify and evaluate practicable alternatives to locating the proposed action in a floodplain.

1.	The consideration of practicable alternatives to the proposed site or method may include:

a. Locations outside the floodplain.

b. Alternative methods to serve the identical project objective.

c.	A determination not to approve any action.

2.	In reviewing practicable alternatives, the department or a grant recipient subject to 24 CFR Part 58, shall consider feasible technological alternatives, hazard reduction methods and related mitigation costs, and environmental impacts.

13. Is there any other information that could be helpful in determining if this project may have an effect on the aquifer?
14. Does this Project include any improvements that may be beneficial to the aquifer, such as improvements to the wastewater treatment plan?

Submit the information to the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Seattle Office.    Please note that EPA may request additional information if impacts to the aquifer are questionable after the information is submitted for review.

Once it receives the necessary information, EPA has 30 days to respond to a formal consultation request, unless the agency requests additional review time in writing, or HUD, a HUD Responsible Entity or EPA receives comments suggesting that the project will have adverse impacts to a sole source aquifer.

Purpose: The purpose of this guidance is intended to assist HUD and Responsible Entities meet their Endangered Species Act obligations.  Note that a determination of “No Effect” to federally listed threatened and endangered species and designated critical habitat fulfills HUD’s and the Responsible Entities obligation to ensure compliance with Section 7 of the Endangered Species Act.  “No effect” determinations do not require coordination with or approval of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and/or NOAA Fisheries. 
ESA Section 7 Background
NMFS and FWS share responsibility for implementing the ESA. FWS trust resources under the ESA include birds, amphibians, plants, insects, terrestrial reptiles, terrestrial mammals, most freshwater fish, and a few marine mammals. NMFS manages the remainder of listed marine mammals, as well as anadromous fish such as salmon and steelhead.

Section 7(a) of the ESA directs all Federal agencies to conserve species listed as threatened or endangered. Those agencies, in consultation with NMFS and FWS, must ensure that their actions will not jeopardize the continued existence of any ESA-listed species. Based on analysis of the project activity and/or whether listed species or habitat is present, the Federal agency makes one of three determinations of effect for listed species:

· “No effect” is the appropriate conclusion if the proposed action will not affect listed species/critical habitat.  If a “no effect” determination is made, the Federal agency is not obligated to contact FWS and/or NMFS for concurrence.

· When effects to listed species are expected to be insignificant or discountable, the action agency should make a “not likely to adversely affect” determination and contact FWS and/or NMFS, as appropriate, for written concurrence with that determination.

· If adverse effects are likely to occur as a direct or indirect result of the proposed action or its interrelated or interdependent actions, then the action agency should make a determination of “likely to adversely affect.” The Federal agency must initiate formal consultation with FWS and/or NMFS as appropriate. 


As part of its Field Notes Review for ICDBG, the Responsible Entity sends an Environmental Information Letter or email to the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS), Idaho Fish and Game (IFG), and (if applicable) NOAA fisheries (Steelhead or Salmon). The letter or email will give the agencies a chance to respond if there is a concern that there may be a direct or indirect impact and, as appropriate, to be the initial step in an informal consultation process.

Summary of Findings and Conclusions
The proposed development would have minor impacts on the environment.  Any potential for erosion will be minimized through the use of a settling pond.  The settling pond became part of the proposed action early in the review process to control the storm water.  The project is located in a flood plain as is most of the City, based on the 8-step process, there are no practical alternatives.  All other impacts would be negligible because of the few units being built and the fact that they will utilize existing services provided by the City.  There are no endangered species or historic resources on the project site.  The project is compatible with surrounding land uses and is located in close proximity to commercial, retail, social, and medical services.  The project could have beneficial effects on income patterns in the City because the new families could spend more of their income in the City.

Summary of Environmental Conditions
The project site is located within a 100 year floodplain and in a non-attainment zone. 

Project Modifications and Alternatives Considered (identify other reasonable courses of action that were considered and not selected, such as other sites, design modifications, or other uses of the subject site. Several other sites were considered, but were not analyzed in detail because they did not meet all of the site criteria.  Preliminary screening indicated that the other sites would have had increase development costs because of environmental issues. (e.g. hazardous substances, floodplains and archaeological sites) that were present.

No action Alternative (Discuss the benefits and adverse impacts to the human environment of not implementing the preferred alternative.)

The No action alternative was not considered because it would not meet the need for more housing in the City of Parkline.  One of the City’s most important goals is to provide housing.

Mitigation Measures Needed (Recommend feasible ways in which the proposal or external factors relating to the proposal should be modified in order to eliminate or minimize adverse environmental impacts.)

The construction contractors must comply with the Rules for the Control of Air Pollution in Idaho, IDAPA 58.01.01.651, by implementing precautions to prevent particulate matter from becoming airborne.  

If any items of suspected historical or archaeological value are uncovered during construction, the contractor will be required to stop work and contact the Idaho State Historic Preservation Office and the Idaho Department of Commerce.

The collection and disposal of storm and surface water runoff from the project site must comply with the Idaho Department of Environmental Quality’s (DEQ) Catalog of Storm Water Best Management Practices for design of all storm water treatment and disposal systems.  

If, during the construction of the project, an underground storage tank, buried drum, other container, contaminated soil, or debris not scheduled for removal under the contract are discovered, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Engineer and the Idaho Department of Commerce.  No attempt shall be made to excavate, open, or remove such material without written approval.
